the base is swept clear of all loose debris and wiped with a damp sponge before
applying the primer. The same applies to the paving units, which should be clean
and individually wiped with a damp sponge to remove any dust or particles that
could affect the adhesion performance.

To prepare tuffbond, add 750ml to 1 litre of water into the tub, and empty 1 Shelf life 2 years from
sachet of tuffbond into the tub. Using a cordless drill with a spiral mixing paddle manufacture date
or twin paddle mixer, mix thoroughly to form a thick, smooth paste. Compliance BS 7533-101:2021

With a working life of around 40 minutes at 20°C, the material may start to settle
in the tub.

This can be avoided by stirring it once or twice after application to each paving
unit, and if necessary, refreshed by adding an occasional splash of extra water.
It is important that the primer is always in the form of a smooth paste before it R ﬂ /
is applied.

Add 750ml - 1 L of water,  Clean area and underside
Apply a 1 - 2 mm layer of primer to the concrete base using a stiff brush to the then 1 sachet and mix. of paving units
entire underside of each paving unit. Do NOT allow tuffbond Utility to dry and
apply immediately prior to placing paving unit.

When laying on an in-situ or reinforced concrete base, tuffbond Utility should
also be applied to the clean surface prior to placing the bedding mortar.
