2. Refer to figure 2, if the latch

direction needs reversing.
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1. Determine the latch direction
according to door handling as
shown in figure 1.
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3. Using the lock body as a template
mark on the side of the door the
mortice required and drill/machine
out.

4. Position lock in mortice and mark
around outer forend. Remove the
lock and create a recess to allow
flush sitting of the lock onto the
face of the door. Remove the outer
forend, replace the lock. For fire
door application use intumescent
packs (1 pack per latch/lock,Imm
for 30 mins & 2mm for 60mins)

5. Insert lock into the door and secure
with screws supplied. Determine
the position of the strike on the
door frame and fix as required
figure 3 & 4. Plastic dust box must
not be used in fire door assembly
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PRODUCT MAINTENANCE AND
SAFETY: Please ensure that the
operation of the lock and ensure that
all fixings are secure and adjust them
if required. These checks must be
carried out every 3 months. Ensure
that the strike plate/box keep is
correctly in line and that the door has
not dropped. Also ensure that the
strike plate/box keeps are completely
clear of any obstructions and that
both latch bolts and deadbolts are
clear to enter without problems.

For dead lock miss out latch reversal
step (i.e.2), and step 1 not required.
