Before deciding on the batten gauge and linear coverage, the roof
tiler should inspect each batch of tiles to ensure that the correct minimum headlap and
sidelap are achieved. Unless otherwise stated, data is based on the tiles laid at minimum
headlap.

*For projects where the rafters are below 22.5 degrees the roof substructure must be
installed in accordance with the Sandtoft low pitch installation guide. Rafter length
restrictions apply at minimum roof pitch.
